Students who do not complete both the 

GSP requirement and JOUR 10303 with a C or 

better cannot enroll in any courses for which JOUR 

10303 is a prerequisite. The GSP test is only 

administered a certain number of times each 

semester. Students must request a GSP test time a 

minimum of two weeks before they plan to take 

the test. There is no guarantee that GSP testing 

slots will be open when desired, so students must 

schedule well in advance.
